The Hall of Fame Award is presented to individuals who have been an adult member for 
at least 25 years, have delivered services that far exceed the expectations of any 
position, and have had a lasting impact on the Girl Scout organization. This is a GCNWI 
specific award that’s approved by the Board of Directors.

Barbara joined the Girl Scout family in 1956 as a 
Brownie in New York. In 1962 as an Intermediate Girl 
Scout, Barbara achieved the highest award at the 
time, the Curved Bar. She feels that being a part of a 
group with friends was the most important aspect 
of being in a troop. 

In 1972, there was a need for a troop leader at St. 
Francis Xavier Catholic Church in Chicago. Barbara 
thought it would be fun to help out, so that’s when 
she decided to volunteer. She started a Junior troop

and continued with that troop until 1980 when she 
moved up to working with Cadettes.

Barbara served in other volunteer positions for her 
service unit and for the Chicago Council. She was 
Service Unit 685 Coordinator, service unit delegate 
and alternate, service unit treasurer, service unit 
fall product manager, and area chair. She was also 
a member of the bylaws committee. She continues 
to find additional ways to volunteer, such as helping 
with council-wide service projects.

Robin had a very short introduction to Girl Scouts. 
When Robin joined as a girl, her leader left the troop 
to have a baby and did not return. Unfortunately, 
the troop was forced to disband, and Robin was no 
longer able to be a Girl Scout at that time.

Mia’s Girl Scout journey continued throughout her 
life. As a Girl Scout Senior, she became a member of 
a mariner troop in Oklahoma City.

They 
spent spring break on a weeklong canoe float trip, 
helped at day camp, and participated in service 
projects. In 1977, she became an assistant leader for 

a Brownie troop and eventually volunteered with 
her daughters’ troop, serving as their leader from 
Brownies through Seniors. 

In 1994, as a Brownie leader, Mia invited a Girl Scout 
Historian to visit her troop and share a collection of 
Girl Scout dolls. Since then, Mia has given countless 
hours volunteering as a Council Historian. Mia has 
also served as a cookie chair and a service unit 
manager. being a Council Historian has been the 
most rewarding role for Mia, though – and you will 
see her working with our council archives every 
week!

Selena began her Girl Scout journey as a volunteer in 
1999, when her oldest daughter wanted to join a 
troop. In 2001, she became the troop leader and has 
since led multiple troops from Daisies to 
Ambassadors! Selena currently leads Troop 41662. 

Selena has held numerous positions over the years, 
including but not limited to Daisy mentor, school 
coordinator, vista 6 cookie ambassador, girl 
membership coordinator, and fall product 
coordinator. she has also served as a council 
volunteer trainer since 2009 and has done older  

girl training for program aid and VIT since 2010. 
selena served as a regional volunteer for product 
program from 2009 to 2023 and, since 2013, as the 
Service Unit Manager (SUM) for SU406. Selena 
reflects that being a SUM is a great way to serve her 
community and to foster Girl Scout spirit. 

In August of 2023, Salena crossed over from 
volunteer to staff and became a product program 
manager, continuing her Girl Scout journey of 
supporting others and their Girl Scout journey. 
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For Sara, Girl Scouts has always been about 
trying new things. As a child, Sara spent six 
years as a Brownie, Junior, and Cadette Girl 
Scout in Alabama and Texas. In her three 
summers at Girl Scout Camp, she tried water 
skiing and horseback riding for the first time. 

As an adult, Sara first volunteered in 1993 
after she attended a closing ceremony with 
her daughter, who was a Brownie at the time. 
She heard that a troop of Juniors may not be 
able to continue if they did not find a leader. 
She stepped up to become their leader and 
continued in that role from 1993 – 2016, leading 
mostly older girls.  

Sara stepped into something new when she 
became the service unit manager for the 

Evanston area. She had already been a leader, 
cookie manager, registrar, national and district 
delegate, and council trainer for outdoor and 
grade-level training. Although she has now 
left many of these roles, she still serves as 
a resource for the service unit, helping to 
organize and lead experiences for both girls 
and volunteers. 

Sara wants everyone to know that trying new 
things really has been a touchpoint in her life. 
She calls it one of her “care-isms.” She says, “I 
care about trying new things. I care about girls. 
I care about having them try new things.”

Unfortunately, when her family moved, there was 
not a Girl Scout troop in her area, so her girl years 
ended. 

Nancy came back to Girl Scouts in 1982 as a leader 
for her daughter’s Brownie troop. She stayed with 
her troop through Seniors, the highest level of Girl 
Scouting at the time, when the girls graduated 
from high school. She helped many of them earn 
the Gold Award as a Gold Award advisor. Over the
